I tried to explore the idea that a 

lack of communication can be detrimental to any relationship, 

romantic or not.” 

Pre-dating COVID-19, Sydney has travelled across central 

Ontario, performing at events such as Georgian Triangle 

Music Fest, Kempenfest, the Collingwood Art Crawl. 

Through the Emerging Artist program with the Ontario 

Musicians Co-operative Inc., including a Program 

Coordinator position in Summer 2020, Sydney has performed 

50+ shows in downtown communities each year, engaging 

with local patrons and residents, as well as having original 

music highlighted in the county-wide Emerging Artists 

Showcase Tour.
